Look for small green signs with white
numbers posted at each mile along US 1 (these used to be the original mile

posts installed along the old railroad bed).
Special note: Mile marker references are commonly used in localaddresses.

When there is a B or O this denotes either Bayside (north-Gulf of Mexico side) or
Oceanside (south-Atlantic Ocean side) location.

Start making 
healthy choices that include daily 
vegetables and less processed foods.

Be physically active. Move more 
– it’s one of the best ways to stay 
healthy, prevent disease, and age 
well. Use it or loose it!! 

Watch your weight. Stay at a 
healthy weight for you.

Have yearly physicals. Check 
your blood pressure and cholesterol. 
These are two main risk factors that 
could lead to heart disease.

 Raising awareness is essential, 
not only in the month of February 
but also year-round. It’s the aware-
ness that can ultimately save a life 
and on the first Friday of February, 
the nation celebrates National Wear 
Red Day to bring greater attention 
to heart disease as a leading cause of 
death for Americans.

What’s the goal? To reduce the 

number of deaths from heart dis-
ease and stroke. 

About 702,880 people died from 
heart disease in the United States 
in 2022, which is about 1 in every 
5 deaths. Heart disease is the lead-
ing cause of death for men, women, 
and people of most racial and ethnic 
groups. 

Here are some other facts about 
heart disease in the United States:

Heart attacks About 1.2 million 
Americans have a first or recurrent 
heart attack each year, and about 1 
in 3 of these people die. 

Coronary heart disease Coro-
nary heart disease (CHD) is the 
most common type of heart disease, 
killing approximately 375,476 peo-
ple annually. 

Cost Heart disease cost about 
$252.2 billion from 2019 to 2020, 
which includes the cost of health 
care services, medicines, and lost 
productivity due to death. 

Age-adjusted death rate The 
age-adjusted heart disease death 
rate decreased from 182.8 per 
100,000 in 2009 to 161.5 in 2019. 

Other causes of death Heart dis-
ease kills roughly the same number 
of people in the United States each 
year as cancer, lower respiratory dis-
eases (including pneumonia), and 
accidents combined.
